We are completely securing the entirety of the grounds with a 6 foot perimeter

beautiful woodland for the dogs to explore. This space is not to replace the 
extended daily walks the dogs enjoy so much on the moors and in the Peak District, 
but to provide an exciting and stimulating place for the dogs to be once they return 
from their walk. 
 
Swimming Pool 
The swimming pool is being adapted to become a specialist canine hydrotherapy 
pool. I told you about my hydrotherapy qualification in a recent edition of The 
Canine Club newsletter and we will be offering a range of hydrotherapy services 
from fun maintenance swims to highly specialised rehabilitation swims. We can 
even teach your dog to swimJ 
 
Grooming parlour 
We will have a fully equipped grooming parlour staffed by experienced and skilled 
dog groomers. We will offer a range of grooming services, available very soon after 
opening. 
 
Sleepovers 
We have already been offering home boarding and take great pride in the fact that

The cattery is very old and we will be demolishing the building and solely 
concentrating on our canine members.  
 
Little Canine Club 
Our members have asked about providing a dedicated area for smaller dogs. 'Wild 
Acres' will provide us with a fabulous secure area for smaller dogs with their own 
'clubhouse' for inclement weather. They will of course participate in the morning 
walks with the other dogs but for 'chill out' and relaxation time they will be in a 
crèche with other dogs of similar size. 
  
Training 
Once we are up and running, we will be running training classes. As I am always 
keen to point out, our function is to provide the safe and secure environment for 
the dogs and any specialist services will be provided by specialists in that particular 
field. 
  
Open Days 
As we have so much space at 'Wild Acres' we will be having regular open days, 
themed events and shows. We want everyone who uses any of our services to feel 
part of The Canine Club.  
 
This move is a huge leap of faith. We have worked tirelessly to establish The Canine 
Club and become the foremost provider of canine related services in the area. It 
has been, and will continue to be, hard work and long hours but the rewards are 
impossible to put into words.
